	At St Bridget’s CE Primary School we aim for all children to make good progress in all subjects and become well rounded children, regardless of their background and the challenges they face. The focus of our pupil premium strategy is to support disadvantaged pupils to achieve that goal, including progress for those who are already high attainers. 
High-quality teaching and a well planned curriculum is at the heart of our approach, with a focus on areas in which disadvantaged pupils require the most support. Our strategy is also integral to wider school plans for education recovery for pupils whose education has been worst affected, including non-disadvantaged pupils.    
We recognise that a considerable number of our children present with complex and additional needs, the families being drawn here due to the school’s excellent reputation for providing support and meeting these additional needs. 
All staff, along with outside agencies work together to provide the best outcomes for every individual. Our strategy is focused upon identifying the need of the individual to be successful and to achieve. 
To achieve this we: 
· Regularly review the progress and performance of all pupils to track the impact of approaches
· Identify the barriers to learning for all Pupil Premium children and plan to mitigate them
· Deliver high quality, focused intervention
· Employ specialist teachers and leaders to deliver aspects of the music and PE curriculum 
All our work through the pupil premium is aimed at accelerating progress and improving the quality of life for all

Outcomes for disadvantaged pupils
	Disadvantage pupils join in with all sporting activities, trips and visitors to schools getting a wide range of opportunities.
Disadvantaged children have access to early and ongoing Specialist Teacher provision through Sendco.
